El Departamento de Educación de los Estados Unidos preguntó a maestros y maestras de 3o a 12o grado en escuelas públicas sobre el uso de tecnología durante el año escolar 2018-19 y esto es lo que se encontró:

·          19% de los maestros respondió que a menudo asignan tarea que requiere acceso a tecnología.
