THE PAPERWORK REDUCTION ACT OF 1995 (Pub. This is a mandatory collection of information (Flores v. Reno (No. CV85-4544-RJK (C.D. Cal. 1996), Lucas R. et al v. Becerra et al (No. 2:18-CV-05741 DMG PLA), and Saravia v. Barr et al (No. 3:17-cv-03615 (N.D. Cal.)). An agency may not conduct or sponsor, and a person is not required to respond to, a collection of information subject to the requirements of the Paperwork Reduction Act of 1995, unless it displays a currently valid OMB control number. Please be advised that lawyers from an organization enforcing the terms of the Flores Settlement Agreement are visiting this facility on  to interview juveniles in the care of the Office of Refugee Resettlement.
 
If you are at the  facility for immigration reasons, these lawyers will be here to investigate whether your treatment and the conditions at the facility comply with the Flores settlement agreement. The Flores settlement agreement generally requires the government to minimize the amount of time juveniles are detained and to house juveniles in appropriate facilities for however long they are detained.
 
The lawyers might ask to meet with you to discuss whether you are being treated as this settlement requires. Meetings with the lawyers are private and confidential. No officials of the U.S. government or the  facility will attend these meetings. Talking with the visiting lawyers is voluntary. If you have a lawyer and want to call your lawyer before speaking with one of the Flores lawyers, you are welcome to do so.
