The goal of the SAEF4 grant program is to fuel state leadership in Registered Apprenticeship expansion by funding states and territories to enhance their capacity to register programs and support apprentices and employers. All eligible states and territories must commit to three core requirements and states with federally recognized State Apprenticeship Agencies (hereinafter referred to as SAA states) must to commit to an additional core requirement, for a total of four core commitments for SAA: (1) setting statewide Registered Apprenticeship expansion goals, (2) dedicating a portion of funding to direct support for Registered Apprenticeship programs or apprentices in a state-identified industry(ies), (3) committing to leveraged funds equal to 50 percent of the base funding amount allocated in the formula, and (4) for SAA states, promoting transparency and accountability in their registration process by publishing average program approval times.

Applications will include the following information collections:  1) Form SF-424 “Application for Federal Assistance,” separately cleared under OMB control number 4040-0004, 2) Project Budget, 3) Project Narrative, and 4) Attachments to the Project Narrative.

Burden:
