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The 30-day comment period for the EDFacts package closed on June 20, 2025. The Department received a total of 121 comment submissions, many covering multiple topics, totaling 127 individual comments. The majority of submissions and comments came from individuals (see below).

The Department appreciates the time and attention the public spent on reviewing the 30-day EDFacts package. To minimize the burden on states moving forward, the Department withdrew all proposed changes presented in the 60-day package, and in the 30-day package proposed to continue collecting the same data groups and categories as in the currently approved EDFacts (SY2022-23 through SY2024-25). 

Public Comments
Over 10 percent of the comments received were in support of EDFacts as a data collection. Two of the states’ comments were in support of withdrawing all of the proposed changes from the 60-day package, and one individual along with two associations did not support withdrawing the proposed changes. One of the proposed changes in the 60-day package was to collect data by state performance levels for grades 4 and 8. Seven associations and 95 individuals were in opposition of ED’s proposal to withdraw these specific changes, noting that these data are needed by the research community. 

ED Response
The Department continues to make every reasonable effort to minimize burden on states and will make no changes to the 30-day package based on the comments received. The Department appreciates the many comments received from the research community on the removal of our initial proposal to resume reporting of the individual performance levels for state reading/language arts and mathematics assessments in grades 4 and 8. More importantly, the Department agrees with the commenters on the importance and value of more detailed data. Going forward, the Department will consider ways that data on individual performance levels could be reintegrated into EDFacts, or collected through another Department collection, to meet both internal Department needs and provide value to the nation through the dissemination of an improved, publicly available data asset.
