All of the Dockets listed under this agency collection are related to my family’s wireless phone plan.  I believe the unauthorized robocalls actually impacted my daughter’s court case and she was booked into jail for phone calls made to an ex-boyfriend.  Aubry Moore is not a criminal, yet was booked as a Felon, strip searched, swabbed and held in jail for approximately 5-6 hours, until we could post bond.  This arrest should have never happened due to conflict of the person(s) pressing charges.  Aubry’s life will never be the same.  
She graduated from LSU and about to finish Paralegal school, when the terms of the arrest were reported to the Paralegal Board and we paid fees, to allow her to continue schooling.  During the timeline of school, our home internet was blocked, apps on laptops were blocked and she could not perform school work without access.
The robocalls continue through our wireless phone plan through Verizon Wireless under illegal accessor activity.  I reported to Verizon to remove the unauthorized phone lines on 05/24/2025 and  06/10/2025.   Please see two emails attached for review.  
I am requesting that the FCC help with regulations regarding this issue and we need to hold the wrongdoers accountable for their actions in court.
