The FDIC is making non-material revisions to the survey questions to reduce time and cost burden of the collection of information.  To do so, the FDIC is striking Question BATT10.B from the survey which reads as follows:
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Removing this question will reduce the time burden of the survey by a total of 168 hours from all estimated respondents and will result in a decrease of $6,218 in dollar value of burden hours.  The previously approved form and submission will otherwise remain unchanged.
