2. Show date acquired or received.

3. Indicate varietal type.

4. Show weight of raisin residuals including stemmer waste, tailings, or mixed waste.
5. Show weight of off-grade other than residuals.

6. If off-grade raisins were acquired under exemption (§ 989.173(b)(6)), indicate such by
marking an “X” in this column.

7. Insert totals of residuals and off-grade received. If more than one sheet is used, totals should
be brought forward.

8. Consult RAC staff on any points not clear to you.
