that varietal type on the RAC-21 CO.  The bulk total for a varietal type reported on the RAC-20 CO should 
equal the bulk total reported on the RAC-21 CO. 

 
3. Documentation may be requested to verify shipments. 

 
4. Reports shall be submitted to the Raisin Administrative Committee (RAC) on or before the seventh 

day of each month by 10:00 am, covering the shipments for the preceding month.
