The authority for the collection of this information for Opt-in Affinity Panel Web Probing Survey (0607-0978) the Census Research Panel is provided under Title 13, United States Code, Sections 141 and 182. Per the Federal Cybersecurity Enhancement Act of 2015, your data are protected from cybersecurity risks through screening of the systems that transmit your data. 

The purpose of collecting this information is to help improve Census Bureau survey methods. Personally identifiable information collected includes name, address, telephone/cell phone number, date of birth or age, email address, and race or ethnicity.

Your privacy is protected by the Privacy Act (Title 5, U.S. Code, Section 552a). Access to PII/BII is restricted to authorized personnel only and with staff that have a need to know.   Routine uses of these data are limited to those identified in the Privacy Act System of Record Notice titled, COMMERCE/ Census-3 Demographic Survey Collection (Census Bureau Sampling Frame).
