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B.	Collections of Information Employing Statistical Methods
1. Respondent Universe and Sampling Methods
The respondent universe are individuals involved in the emergency response planning activities at Poliovirus Essential Facilities (PEFs). 
2. Procedures for the Collection of Information
NAC will utilize a web-based survey to collect data and provide a post-survey report with information on available resources, tailored to the PEF based on the responses provided. Responses are provided anonymously. Branching logic is utilized to reduce the time needed to complete the survey questions.
3. Methods to Maximize Response Rates and Deal with No Response
 PEFs are incentivized to respond the information collection since it will facilitate the development of an emergency response plan for their own facilities. 
4.  Test of Procedures or Methods to Be Undertaken
The NAC will introduce poliovirus essential facilities (PEF) to the survey in a webinar and request volunteers to participate in a pilot launch of the survey. The pilot survey will be distributed to a small group of PEFs to gain feedback on the design, questions, and post-survey resources report.
5. Individuals Consulted on Statistical Aspects and Individuals Collecting and/or Analyzing Data
This information collection request does not employ statistical methods.
