(1)	Publicly Available Data

B. If yes, where can you find the data? 
(Does your answer indicate a true duplication, or does the input indicate that certain data elements are available, but that they do not meet our data needs very well?)

(2)	Frequency of Collection
Can the Agency collect the information less frequently and still produce the same outcome?

(3)	Clarity of Instructions: The ICR is intended to require that respondents provide certain data so that the Agency can utilize them.
A. Based on the instructions (regulations, PR Notices, etc.), is it clear what you are required to do, and how to submit such data? If not, what suggestions do you have to clarify the instructions?

B. Do you understand that you are required to maintain records?

C. Considering that there is no required submission format, is it difficult to submit information in ways that are clear, logical, and easy to complete?

D. Are there forms associated with this process? Do you use them? Are they clear, logical, and easy to complete?

(4)	Electronic Reporting and Record keeping
