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The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), Division of Foodborne, Waterborne, and Environmental Diseases (DFWED) requests a nonmaterial/non-substantive of the currently approved Information Collection Request: Food Safety knowledge, attitudes, and practices survey of correctional workers (OMB Control 0920-1429). 

Change Request
CDC is requesting a non-substantive change to the Food safety knowledge, attitudes and practices survey for correctional workers. The KAP Survey is designed to obtain information on current knowledge, attitudes, and practices of individuals working in correctional facilities across the United States relating to food safety. The 2024 data capture established a baseline knowledge of correctional workers across all jurisdictions (federal, state, local and tribal) and sizes. The survey is being repeated 2 years later as a means of interim program evaluation for CDC’s Model Food Safety Practices for Correctional Facilities, a food safety guidance document released in late 2024.

CDC proposes adding the following non-substantive updates to the KAP Survey Form:
· Dates are updated to the current year for survey completion and the previous year for facility size
· Three short questions relating to awareness and use of CDC’s Model Food Safety Practices for Correctional Facilities are added
· Have you heard of…yes/no/don’t know
· Has your facility made changes based on… yes/no/don’t know
· In which areas have you made changes… training, management of sick food workers, records management, cleaning and sanitation procedures, allowable foods, food receiving and storing procedures, food preparation or serving procedures, inspections and oversight, don’t know
· Open text questions relating to justification for certain tools and date since last food safety certification are eliminated
· Definitions of routine food safety inspections are clarified by providing examples of external inspectors (health department, accrediting organization, federal inspector, etc.) and the question on the frequency of inspections is modified from an open text field, to a multiple choice option: less than one time per year, once per year, twice per year, more than twice per year, don’t know

CDC does not consider this to be a substantive change to the survey tool. CDC does not anticipate this change will add to the estimated time it will take for importers to complete the KAP Survey Form. The changes outlined above allow the second deployment of this survey to capture changes specifically related to CDC’s Model Food Safety Practices for Correctional Facilities.     


Increase in Annualized Total Burden Hours:

The previous burden calculated for this data collection form consisted of 2,500 hours. CDC does not anticipate this addition will change the estimated annual burden.
