This memo requests approval of changes to the approved Preschool Development Grant Birth through Five (PDG B-5) Renewal Grant Performance Progress Report, approved under the umbrella Generic: Generic Performance Progress Reports (OMB #0970-0490).

Background
The PDG B-5 Renewal Grants seek to assist states in the coordination of their existing early childhood programs and services and funding streams in a mixed delivery model. The purpose of this Annual Performance Progress Report (APPR) is to help the Administration for Children and Families (ACF) assess the progress of the Preschool Development Grant Birth through Five (PDG B-5) Renewal Grantees. An initial version of this APPR was approved in 2019 and ACF has made updates since that time as the grants have evolved. The number of grant recipients has changed based on ending grants and no cost extensions.  

Overview of Requested Changes
This request is to adjust the number of respondents to reflect those expected to respond to the upcoming reporting deadlines. Specifically, the number of respondents has been updated from 32 to 28, which reflects 11 PDG B-5 Renewal Grantees that began the second year of their grant on September 30, 2025 and 17 Year 3 Renewal Grantees who received a 3-month no cost extension through March 31, 2026.
