What are the changes that EPA is making to this collection of information?
The 2025 improvements to the Reporting Forms and Instructions documents include:
· The entire RFI has been edited for consistent voice, conciseness, and clarity. 
· More consistent narrative voice
· Simplified grammar
· Reduced redundancy
· Less technical terminology
· Some information in the RFI (recent regulatory changes, various tables and chemical lists, and worksheets) that is redundant with information available online on EPA webpages have been removed. These sections now point readers to where identical information is available online. This change will minimize the scope of content we maintain annually in the RFI.
· Instructions for reporting changes that arose from the 2024 ICR renewal have been incorporated into the RFI.
