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IV. FSA Has Not Demonstrated Practical Utility

A. What USDA Already Knows
FSA maintains acreage reports, program participation records, payment histories, and conservation compliance data for every participating producer. If FSA already has baseline production and program data, requiring producers to re-compile and re-submit similar information lacks practical utility under § 3502(11).

B. Necessity — § 3508
FSA should demonstrate what ERP-specific data elements are genuinely new — i.e., not available through existing USDA records.

C. Processing Timeline
How quickly does FSA process ERP applications? If disaster relief payments are delayed by months due to processing backlogs, the collection’s practical utility for timely relief is undermined.

► REQUESTED RELIEF: OIRA should require FSA to identify data elements unavailable from existing USDA records and demonstrate timely processing.
