Subject:	Non-Substantive Change Request – Services Provided to Unaccompanied Alien Children (OMB #0970-0553) 


This memo requests approval of non-substantive changes to the approved information collection, Services Provided to Unaccompanied Alien Children (OMB #0970-0553). 

BACKGROUND
The “Services Provided to Unaccompanied Alien Children” information collection contains five instruments that allow the Office of Refugee Resettlement (ORR) to provide services to unaccompanied alien children as required by the Homeland Security Act (HSA) (6 U.S.C. 279), the Trafficking Victims Protection Reauthorization Act of 2008 (TVPRA) (8 U.S.C. 1232), the  Unaccompanied Children Program Foundational Rule, (45 C.F.R. part 410), as well as other ORR regulations (i.e., 45 C.F.R. parts 411 and 412), and the provisions of the Flores Settlement Agreement (No. CV85-4544-RJK (C.D. Cal. 1996)) that still apply to the Department of Health and Human Services. The collection was last approved by OMB on June 9, 2025, and the current expiration date is June 30, 2028.

ORR is proposing changes to one form in this collection, the Unaccompanied Alien Children (UAC) Case Status (Form S-27). Specifically, ORR is proposing changes to the Location of Child appendix. These changes are based on feedback from UAC Portal users and aim to improve the utility of the information collection for ORR and respondents. 

OVERVIEW OF REQUESTED CHANGES
ORR proposes adding two follow-up questions and one new view-only functionality to Form S-27 Location of Child Appendix.
· “Primary Caregiver Phone Number” – This field will provide ORR with further contact information to reach out to primary caregivers, as needed. When a child moves to live with a new caregiver, the contact phone number often changes. Currently, there is no dedicated or structured field to document this updated phone number, which creates challenges in maintaining accurate and up-to-date contact information. The addition of a structured phone number field will ensure consistency in data collection and improve communication and case tracking during the post-release phase.  

· “Reasons for Update” – Currently, edits to the address are not tracked. This field will explicitly track why an address is being changed, which will improve data tracking, accountability, and analysis for operational decision-making. 

· Location History View Button – It is important to be able to see the notes and any other information that was in the original submission of a new location update. For example, it is valuable to see the “Notes” field that someone initially submitted with the address update. This update will allow the user to quickly check the original submission data via a helpful “View” button.
