· “Refugees/immigrants survivor response”
· “Immigration Services” 

The following revisions were made: 
· “Economic empowerment” revised to “Economic”
· “Evidence- and practice-based interventions/ trauma informed practice” to “Evidence- and practice-based interventions/ informed practice”
Removed Sexual Orientation related questions from 2.3, including: 
· Removed Tables 2.3b-2.3h
· Renamed Table 2.3a to 2.3 and updated “Sex (Assigned at Birth)” to “Sex”
· Options updated to male/female/preferred not to say/information not provided

Removed the following Narrative Description Sections: 
· Progress on Equity and Accessibility Plans
· Support for LGBTQIA2S+ Communities narrative, Remove Progress on Equity and Accessibility Plans 

Section 7: Updated the definitions and terms section to be current and to replace definitions with sources for definitions.
