This filing contains the information required by the Office of Management and Budget pursuant to the Paperwork Reduction Act of 1995, 44 U.S.C. 3501–3521, and 5 CFR part 1320.

A. 	JUSTIFICATION

1. Circumstances Making the Collection of Information Necessary.

	This information collection request is submitted to revise the information collection authority in the Office of Foreign Assets Control’s (OFAC) Reporting, Procedures and Penalties Regulations (31 CFR part 501) (“the Regulations”), which pertains to the operation of the various economic sanctions programs administered by OFAC under 31 CFR chapter V.  OFAC maintains mandatory and voluntary forms for the bulk of these collections.  While use of the portal described below is voluntary, the questions asked therein are part of the normal collection of questions asked through the existing process.

OFAC is seeking to add a new voluntary electronic Sanctions Reconsideration Portal information collection contained within § 501.807 of OFAC’s Reporting, Procedures and Penalties Regulations.  The Regulations are implemented pursuant to the Trading With the Enemy Act (50 U.S.C. § 4301 et seq.), the International Emergency Economic Powers Act (50 U.S.C. 1701 et seq.), the United Nations Participation Act of 1945 (22 U.S.C. 287c), and other laws.  Section 501.807 sets forth the procedures to be followed by a person seeking administrative reconsideration of the listing of a person or property (e.g., a vessel) on OFAC’s Specially Designated Nationals and Blocked Persons List (SDN List) or any other list or identification of sanctioned persons or property maintained by OFAC.  

[bookmark: _Hlk197000110]Currently, OFAC is not making any further changes to other collections associated with this control number, except to incorporate the voluntary Unblocking/Transfer Report Form, TD F 93.10, that was approved by OMB on 09/11/2025 through a non-substantive change request, and which has a small burden decrease.    

The reports covered by this information collection will be reviewed by the U.S. Department of the Treasury and may be used for sanctions designations, compliance, civil penalty, and enforcement purposes by the agency.

Background on Regulatory Provisions

Section 501.807 sets forth the procedures to be followed by a person seeking administrative reconsideration of the inclusion of a person or property (e.g., a vessel) on any list or identification of sanctioned persons or property maintained by OFAC.

 
[bookmark: _Hlk173938692]On June 26, 2025, OFAC published Federal Register Notice (90 FR 27389) with a 60-day public comment period to solicit public comments on the Sanctions Reconsideration Portal.  OFAC received two public comments, which are addressed below. 

2. Purpose and Use of the Information Collected.

OFAC is seeking approval of an electronic Sanctions Reconsideration Portal that would gather specific information from the petitioner and provide a more efficient process for collecting and reviewing applications for reconsideration.  Petitioner use of the Sanctions Reconsideration Portal will be voluntary but strongly encouraged to ensure the quality of reconsideration submissions for OFAC’s consideration, which is expected to increase efficiencies and time and cost savings, for both petitioner and the government.  

The proposed Sanctions Reconsideration Portal information collection covered by this notice will contain a list of questions to provide electronically regarding the reasons and supporting information for the petitioner’s request for consideration of removal from an OFAC sanctions list. 
	
OFAC uses the information in reconsideration petitions to evaluate and process, on a case-by-case basis, each application.  Applicants’ use of the Sanctions Reconsideration Portal will enable OFAC to more efficiently identify the parties involved, to review supporting information for the petitioners’ requests for delisting, and to ensure applicants provide quality reconsideration submissions to facilitate consideration of removal from an OFAC sanctions list in a more efficient and timely way.  The Sanctions Reconsideration Portal would allow petitioners to provide information aligned with and organized according to OFAC expectations for petitioner requests at the time of submission, which would reduce the need for extensive correspondence following submission of the initial request and the length of time to evaluate reconsideration requests.

The submissions covered by this information collection will be reviewed by the U.S. Department of the Treasury and may be used for sanctions reconsiderations and other regulatory or administrative actions by OFAC under its authorities.  

The information is used primarily by Treasury and provided to other agencies under limited circumstances, such as when requested for pending litigation, investigative purposes, or foreign policy guidance.  

3. Consideration Given to Information Technology.

	Generally, persons requesting removal from a sanctions list submit such reconsideration requests by e-mail.  The electronic Sanctions Reconsideration Portal will provide an electronic portal with specific questions to ensure the quality of reconsideration request submissions that would result in a much more efficient process for collecting and reviewing applications for reconsideration that will save time and cost for both the applicant and the government.   

With respect to the recordkeeping requirements covered by this filing, the use of automated, electronic, mechanical, or other technological collection techniques or other forms of information technology is not applicable because persons will determine themselves how to gather and retain those records.

4. Duplication of Information.

	The information that OFAC generally requests for reconsideration petitions pertains to the facts and circumstances for each specific individuals or entity requesting delisting and is not available to OFAC other than through a specific reconsideration request.  

5. Reducing the Burden on Small Entities.

The Sanctions Reconsideration Portal information collection under this OMB control number affects sanctioned persons and may affect a limited number of small businesses or other small entities that represent sanctioned persons.  However, the Sanctions Reconsideration Portal should help reduce the burden on small entities involved in delisting petitions given the time and cost efficiencies from use of the electronic portal.  Further, the Sanctions Reconsideration Portal should enable submitters to prepare reports with greater quality of information, such as information generally requested by OFAC following a reconsideration request, and organized in a standard format to reduce the burden on requestors for generally requested information without requiring extensive correspondences to request such information.  In addition, OFAC has provided detailed guidance on its website (Filing a Petition for Removal from an OFAC List | Office of Foreign Assets Control) and provides step-by-step instructions within the Sanctions Reconsideration Portal to assist persons with submitting reports.  

6. Consequences of Not Conducting Collection.

	The information collected is used primarily by OFAC in sanctions reconsideration requests and other regulatory or administrative actions by OFAC under its authorities. Without this collection of information, reconsideration requests would continue to require extensive email correspondences to obtain generally requested information resulting in longer time to evaluate reconsideration requests and reach reconsideration request determinations.  Reconsideration request submissions would further continue to not have a standard organization, which increases the length of time it takes for OFAC to review reconsideration request submissions.   

	Generally, the information could not be collected less frequently.  For example, the need for information required for OFAC to consider a delisting petition arises only at the time the petitioner makes a request for reconsideration.  

7. Special Circumstances.

· Requiring respondents to report information to the bureau more often than quarterly.

No such requirement exists.

· Requiring respondents to prepare a written response to a collection of information in fewer than 30 days after receipt of it;

No such requirement exists.  Submitting a reconsideration request is discretionary and can be done at any time. 

· Requiring respondents to submit more than an original and two copies of any document;

No such requirement exists.

· Requiring respondents to retain records, other than health, medical, government contract, grant-in-aid, or tax records for more than three years;

In April 2024, the statute of limitations for violations of certain OFAC sanctions prohibitions was extended from five to 10 years by the 21st Century Peace through Strength Act, Pub. L. No. 118-50, div. D.  Accordingly, in the September 2024 Rule, OFAC amended 31 CFR § 501.601, paragraph IV.B of Appendix A to part 501, and 31 CFR § 515.572 to extend the recordkeeping period to 10 years, beginning on March 12, 2025.  

· In connection with a statistical survey, that is not designed to produce valid and reliable results that can be generalized to the universe of study;

The information collections are not part of a statistical survey.

· Requiring the use of a statistical data classification that has not been reviewed and approved by OMB;

Not applicable.

· That includes a pledge of confidentiality that is not supported by authority established in statute or regulation, that is not supported by disclosure and data security policies that are consistent with the pledge, or which unnecessarily impedes sharing of data with other agencies for compatible confidential use;

OFAC will ensure that the information collected will only be released in accordance with the criteria for disclosure set forth in the Privacy Act of 1974 (Privacy Act, 5 U.S.C. 552a), the Freedom of Information Act (FOIA, 5 U.S.C. 552), and, as applicable, the Trade Secrets Act (18 U.S.C. 1905).  Provisions guiding OFAC’s disclosure of information can be found at 31 CFR Part 1.  Information about OFAC’s privacy practices has been issued under Treasury Departmental Offices Privacy Act System of Records Notice Treasury/DO .120 – Records Related to Office of Foreign Assets Control Economic Sanctions (81 FR 78298).

· Requiring respondents to submit proprietary trade secret, or other confidential information unless the agency can demonstrate that it has instituted procedures to protect the information’s confidentiality to the extent permitted by law.

OFAC will ensure that this information will only be released in accordance with the criteria for disclosure set forth in the Privacy Act, FOIA, and, as applicable, the Trade Secrets Act.  Provisions guiding OFAC’s disclosure of information can be found at 31 CFR Part 1.  Information about OFAC’s privacy practices has been issued under Treasury Departmental Offices Privacy Act System of Records Notice Treasury/DO .120 – Records Related to Office of Foreign Assets Control Economic Sanctions (81 FR 78298).

8. Consultations with Persons Outside the Agency.

On June 26, 2025, OFAC published a Notice in the Federal Register soliciting comments within 60 days concerning the information collection covered by this authority (90 FR 27389).  OFAC received two written submissions in relation to the Notice, which are available on the public rulemaking docket at https://www.regulations.gov.  OFAC considered each submission, which were generally very positive regarding the development of the electronic Sanctions Reconsideration Portal.  OFAC has taken into account the comments and suggestions, which has helped improve the final version of OFAC’s Sanctions Reconsideration Portal in development consistent with technological and budget limitations.

The two commenters provided helpful feedback on OFAC’s proposed electronic Sanctions Reconsideration Portal.  One commenter submitted a high-level proposal to create a system or portal more compatible with more modern technology and enhanced usability for petitioners as well as for entities with more than one petition.  The commenter offered readiness to draft a detailed plan and highlighted the importance of how this tool could help make the sanctions reconsideration process more effective and efficient.  The other commenter provided detailed recommendations for the portal’s design, including a list of steps recommended for the reconsideration process (similar to OFAC’s licensing procedures), allowing petitioners to track petition status, and enabling the upload of supporting documents.  This commenter also recommended adding statistics on petition outcomes and agency workload, providing administrative record exhibits at the start of the process, and clarifying how opting out of the portal might affect petition review time.  

OFAC took these comments and recommendations into consideration during the final development stages of the Sanctions Reconsideration Portal, including providing clear steps in the portal for the reconsideration process, providing specific questions for the respondent to help focus the reconsideration petition, and enabling the upload of additional documents.

	However, at this time, OFAC was not able to accommodate all the suggestions due to technological and budget limitations.  For example, OFAC is unable at this time to create a portal where users can track the status of multiple petitions.  At this time, in order to roll out the electronic submission sooner, OFAC has opted to forgo the additional time and cost of creating more advanced features of the portal, but has not ruled it out for future technological enhancements.

In addition, OFAC has substantial regular contact with various individuals and entities seeking to comply with OFAC’s regulations, including requests for reconsideration.  Through these contacts, OFAC develops an appreciation of the impact of the information collections necessitated by economic sanctions.  OFAC maintains strong relationships with the private sector and has daily engagement with numerous entities seeking to comply with OFAC’s sanctions across all sectors, as well as individuals.  OFAC maintains an online platform to receive and answer questions from the private sector regarding the application of OFAC’s economic sanctions and engages in substantial outreach at events held throughout the country and around the globe regarding OFAC’s sanctions.  Many decades of such daily contacts have streamlined procedures and assisted OFAC in obtaining a detailed understanding of the burdens its collections and procedures impose on persons seeking to comply with OFAC requirements.

9. Payment or Gift.

	No payment or gift will be provided to respondents.

10. Confidentiality.

OFAC will ensure that the required information submitted in response to these collections will only be released in accordance with the criteria for disclosure set forth in the Privacy Act, FOIA, and, as applicable, the Trade Secrets Act.  Provisions guiding OFAC’s disclosure of information can be found at 31 CFR Part 1.  Information about OFAC’s privacy practices has been issued under Treasury Departmental Offices Privacy Act System of Records Notice Treasury/DO .120 – Records Related to Office of Foreign Assets Control Economic Sanctions (81 FR 78298).

11. Questions of a Sensitive Nature.

	The collection makes no request for sensitive information of this type.  In addition, a privacy impact assessment has been conducted for information collected under this request and a Privacy Act System of Records notice has been issued for this collection, under Treasury/DO .120 – Records Related to Office of Foreign Assets Control Economic Sanctions (81 FR 78298).

12. Burden of Information Collection.

A. Indicate the number of respondents, frequency of response, annual hour burden, and an explanation of how the burden was estimated.  If this request for approval covers more than one form, provide separate hour burden estimates for each form.

Summary

The likely respondents and recordkeepers affected by the information collections covered by this authority are financial institutions, business organizations, nonprofit organizations, individuals, persons sanctioned by OFAC, and legal representatives.  OFAC is only updating the burden assessment to take into account the new electronic Sanctions Reconsideration Portal as well as to incorporate the new form number and the small decrease in burden estimate for the recently approved Unblocking/Transfer Form, TF D-93.10.  OFAC’s current assessment of burden, as described below, takes into account the number and type of reports received by OFAC related to the above two categories over a recent 12-month period as well as OFAC’s estimate of reporting trends over the next three years.

OFAC estimates a 33 percent burden reduction of 10 minutes per response when using the new Unblocking/Transfer Report form, from 30 minutes to 20 minutes per response.  However, OFAC has identified an increase in the use of this form in recent months, demonstrating the utility of this new form already; therefore, OFAC is increasing its annual estimate from 700 to 1,322 annual unblocking/transfer reports.  A 10-minute reduction per report based on OFAC’s revised estimate of 1,322 responses annually from the prior RPPR Supporting Statement approved in February 2025 would lead to a small burden increase of 91 hours, from an estimated 350 burden hours to 441 burden hours with the new form and the higher number of reports filed.  

[bookmark: _Hlk141175507]The estimated total annual reporting burden associated with all of the information collections covered by this authority is approximately 87,209 hours, including the additional estimated reporting burden of 900 for the Sanctions Reconsideration Portal and the slight increase in burden of 91 for the Unblocking/Transfer form.  

Under this entire information collection, the estimated annual frequency of all types of responses is between 1 and 17,800, varying greatly by entity depending on the size, nature, and scope of business activities of each respondent, with the majority of filers providing a small number of responses and a small number of filers submitting a higher number of responses.  The estimated total number of responses per year is approximately 2,503,008 responses, including the additional estimate of 300 responses for the Sanctions Reconsideration Portal.  OFAC estimates that the average time for reports associated with forms ranges from 15 minutes to two hours and for reports associated with general licenses and other reports not associated with forms ranges from one minute to five hours, as noted below in the more detailed background section.  OFAC estimates that the average time for reports associated with the Sanctions Reconsideration Portal to be three hours.  OFAC’s estimate for the number of unique reporting respondents in a one-year period is approximately 10,900, including OFAC’s estimate for the number of unique respondents for the Sanctions Reconsideration Portal.  

The burden of the recordkeeping requirement imposed by the Regulations and other parts of 31 CFR chapter V is minimal because the records required to be maintained are likely maintained under standard business practice.

B. Provide estimates of annualized cost to respondents for the hour burdens for collections of information, identifying and using appropriate wage rate categories.

OFAC is only updating the wage rate and estimated costs for the two current revisions to this information collection: (i) the incorporation of the new Unblocking/Transfer Report Form, TD-F 93.10; and (ii) the addition of the Sanctions Reconsideration Portal.

OFAC’s methodology for calculating the annualized cost burden for these two reports uses wage rates published by the Bureau of Labor and Statistics (BLS).  The prior median wage rates from May 2023 ($18.17 hr for Data Entry Keyers and $36.38 hr for Compliance Officers) and the prior estimated costs for the other reports in this collection that are not being modified remain unchanged.  

For the Unblocking/Transfer Report Form, the updated wage median rate for a Compliance Officer from BLS data last updated in 2024 is $37.70.  There was a slight increase in wage rate since the prior submission and an increase in the number of Unblocking/Transfer reports, which led to an overall increase in the estimated annual cost for this report from $12,733 to $16,437. 

For the Sanctions Reconsideration Portal, the estimated median wage for a lawyer is $72.67 per hour per BLS data from 2024 published data.  For the estimated 300 delisting petitions per year at an average of 3 hours per petition, the annual cost for such sanctions reconsideration submissions would be $65,403. 

OFAC estimates the total revised cost to be approximately $1,887,951.

	Any capital, operating or maintenance costs associated with the collection of information or recordkeeping requirements specific to the revisions to this collection are assumed to be minimal since the Sanctions Reconsideration Portal is a free electronic portal and the new Unblocking/Transfer Report Form is available at no cost on OFAC’s website.   


[bookmark: _Hlk149729688]14. Cost to the Federal Government.

	The estimated annual cost to the U.S. government attributable to these two revisions to this information collection is approximately $63,347.  This updated estimate includes the additional government cost to process petitions in the Sanctions Reconsideration Portal and the processing of the additional Unblocking/Transfer Reports using the new form.
	
	With respect to delisting petition applications in the Sanctions Reconsideration Portal, the estimated cost to the U.S. government of this collection of information is based on the average amount of time for a senior OFAC officer to review and respond initially to each application.  The average cost for a sanctions officer in Washington, D.C. would be at the General Schedule (GS)-14 step 1 ($68.27/hr.) plus 60% U.S. government benefits for a total cost of $109.23/hr.  The time of review for a delisting petition application in order to open a new case can vary widely depending on the applicant and the context, varying from 15 minutes to 4 hours; but the average time of review is approximately 1 hour for a sanctions officer ($109.23) for a total estimated cost of $109.23 per application, and, assuming 300 applications per year, a total estimated annual cost of $32,769.  

	With respect to Unblocking/Transfer reports, the estimated annual cost to the U.S. government of this information collection is based on the salary and benefit costs for one employee at the GS-13 ($57.78/hr) who reviews and processes the required information received pursuant to this collection, plus 60% U.S. government benefit for a total cost of $92.50/hr.  Specifically, the cost to process this report is approximately 15 minutes per report, or $23.13 per report.  For 1,322 unblocking/transfer reports per year at $23.13 per report, OFAC estimates an annual cost to process this report at $30,578.   The approximate additional U.S. government cost for processing the additional 622 annual Unblocking/Transfer reports is $14,391.   

	The total, revised estimated government cost for this entire information collection, including these two revisions, is a total estimated annual cost of $4,487,369. 

15. Reason for Change.

	OFAC is seeking to add a new electronic Sanctions Reconsideration Portal information collection contained within § 501.807 of OFAC’s Reporting, Procedures and Penalties Regulations.  Section 501.807 sets forth the procedures to be followed by a person seeking administrative reconsideration of the listing of a person or property (e.g., a vessel) on OFAC’s Specially Designated Nationals and Blocked Persons List (SDN List) or any other list or identification of sanctioned persons or property maintained by OFAC.  OFAC is seeking approval of this new electronic Sanctions Reconsideration Portal that would gather specific information from the petitioner and provide a more efficient process for collecting and reviewing applications for reconsideration.  OFAC expects that the review of a delisting petition application if submitted via the portal would reduce the average time for both the applicant to submit the report and for OFAC to process the report.  Petitioner use of the Sanctions Reconsideration Portal will be voluntary but strongly encouraged. 

OFAC is also incorporating into this collection the name of the recently approved Unblocking/Transfer Report Form, TD-F 93.10, and the updated burden associated with increasing use of this new form.  OFAC is not currently making any other changes to other collections or other forms associated with this control number.

[bookmark: _Hlk175213596]	Overall, the estimated number of total responses in this information collection has increased given the addition of the Sanctions Reconsideration Portal and the increase in use of the Unblocking/Transfer Report form.  Overall, the burden for the entire information collection has increased slightly due to the incorporation of the new Sanctions Reconsideration Portal and the additional Unblocking/Transfer Report forms, but the electronic portal and the new form will lead to time and cost savings for both petitioners and the government over time.   

	OFAC continues to work on streamlining the reporting process, and to update its technologies to assist submitters in the reporting process with a view toward reduction of the overall burden on submitters of required reports.  For example, the creation of a formal Unblocking/Transfer Report Form has helped streamline reporting in this area.  The electronic Sanctions Reconsideration Portal should also make it more efficient to submit and process delisting petitions moving forward.
