A. Justification
1. Circumstances Making the Collection of Information Necessary 
Section 165(i)(2) of the Dodd-Frank Wall Street Reform and Consumer Protection Act[footnoteRef:2] (Dodd-Frank Act) requires certain financial companies, including national banks and federal savings associations, to conduct annual stress tests[footnoteRef:3] and requires the primary financial regulatory agency[footnoteRef:4] of those financial companies to issue regulations implementing the stress test requirements.[footnoteRef:5]  Under section 165(i)(2), a covered institution is required to submit to the Board of Governors of the Federal Reserve System (Board) and to its primary financial regulatory agency a report at such time, in such form, and containing such information as the primary financial regulatory agency may require.[footnoteRef:6] [2:  Pub. On October 9, 2012, the OCC published in the Federal Register a final rule implementing the section 165(i)(2) annual stress test requirement.[footnoteRef:7]  This rule describes the reports and information collections required to meet the reporting requirements under section 165(i)(2).  These information collections will be given confidential treatment (5 U.S.C. 552(b)(4)) to the extent permitted by law. [7:  77 FR 61238 (October 9, 2012) (codified at 12 CFR part 46).] 


In 2012, the OCC first implemented the reporting templates referenced in the final rule.[footnoteRef:8]  The OCC published proposed revisions to these templates on November 28, 2025.[footnoteRef:9]  The OCC is now finalizing these proposed revisions as described below. 2. Purpose and Use of the Information Collection 

The OCC uses the data collected through the current templates to assess the reasonableness of the stress test results of covered institutions and to provide forward-looking information to the OCC regarding a covered institution’s capital adequacy.  The OCC also uses the results of the stress tests to determine whether additional analytical techniques and exercises could be appropriate to identify, measure, and monitor risks at the covered institution.  The stress test results support ongoing improvement in a covered institution’s stress testing practices with respect to its internal assessments of capital adequacy and overall capital planning.

	The OCC’s changes include only limited updates, and, in the interests of consistency with the FR Y-14A, do not include the proposed modifications to collect additional information of a covered institution's pre-provision net revenue. While the OCC is now finalizing some of the proposed changes to the instructions, the revised OCC reporting forms will substantially resemble the forms used by the OCC last year and the Board’s reporting forms.  

3. Use of Improved Information Technology and Burden Reduction 

Respondents may use any method of improved technology that meets the requirements of the collection.
	
4. Efforts to Identify Duplication and Use of Similar Information 

The required information is unique and is not duplicative of any other information already collected.

5. Methods used to Minimize burden if the collection has a significant impact on Small Businesses or Other Small Entities

The information collection does not have a significant impact on a substantial number of small businesses or other small entities.

6. Consequences of Collecting the Information Less Frequently

The collection of information is required by federal statute. To estimate wages the OCC reviewed May 2024 data for wages (by industry and occupation) from the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS) for credit intermediation and related activities (NAICS 5220A1).  To estimate compensation costs associated with the rule, the OCC uses $131.10 per hour, which is based on the average of the 90th percentile for six occupations adjusted for inflation (3.6 percent as of Q1 2025), plus an additional 35.6 percent for benefits (based on the percent of total compensation allocated to benefits as of Q4 2024 for NAICS 522: credit intermediation and related activities).
