The Gold Card program established by Executive Order 14351, The Gold Card (Sep. 19, 2025), 
authorizes a corporate Gold Card holder to abandon his or her status and for the Secretary of 
State and the Secretary of Homeland Security to consider the original $2 million gift amount 
as evidence of eligibility for a different principal beneficiary.
